Cllr Giles and the clerk attended a meeting with Blawith and Nibthwaite Village hall committee. In order for the hall to be a hub it would perhaps need either a permanent generator or a collar and switch over swich for a generator to be connected to. If this option is used ENW deliver a generator on an outage. Funding is available for both options.


The hall committee did agree to the hall been used as a hub but were concerned about who will pay for the hall in such circumstances and felt there would need to be an additional agreement in place.
