Please accept the following short report:
I understand work orders have been raised for some of the speeding measures  agreed by highways and part-funded from my member’s highway funding; please let me know as and when this work is done as it may well need chasing up. The poor weather either side of Christmas has led to delays on some lining and signing I believe. 

Re gritting, potholes, drains and general highways maintenance, the situation is somewhat chaotic at the moment as we enter the final weeks of the county council, and I have experienced other such situations regards gritting, filling grit bins, clearing paths and pavements and so on; I have made my feelings very clear to senior officers and to members of the executives on both the existing and shadow authorities, so hopefully we will see an improvement moving forwards. 

Regards other highways issues referred in recent weeks, please update as to if these have been addressed or remain outstanding and/or any new issues have arisen.

I will update as and when I find out where we are at with reopening talks with B4RN about community hyperfast broadband. I do know Coniston, Lowick, Torver are all interested and it would make sense I think for you all to work together as and when we get confirmation that the voucher scheme is reopened. I know Skelwith Parish, where your new W&F Councillor was previously clerk, is quite well on with bring B4RN to the area, in co-ordination with Hawkshead, Claife and Little Langdale, so she may well be able to bring direct experience when taking up post in earnest from 1 April. 

In the meantime, I will endeavour to attend the next meeting if at all possible as it will be the last one I shall be able to attend as your County Councillor.
