District Cllr Tracy Coward advised that Surveying has been done through the summer and 
One of the areas surveyed at Brown How (Southern Tip) was one of the busiest, we would like to get this designated as it would put more pressure on United Utilities to upgrade the infrastructure of their sewage works that discharge into the lake.

There would be a responsibility for the Parish Council to display a notice at the Brown How area to state that this is a designated bathing water and that the EA will do testing of the water quality. This is a notice that can be downloaded so shouldn’t incur much cost.
