Prac cal Advice:

• Be vigilant

to the police. Should you be a vicƟ m  of such an incident, where 
possible retain any off ensive  literature, mobile phone messages or 
objects used in any such aƩack

• Report suspicious vehicles or people to the Police
• Liaise with the police, and get advice on how to best tackle the 

problem of harassment
• Do not open suspicious packages
• Check your CCTV is working
• Review your security arrangements regularly
